The 

third route is Arkansas Highway 265, 

which is on the east side of the 

metropolitan area, nearly done with 

extension routes from Arkansas Highway 

264 near Lowell to Arkansas Highway 94 

(New Hope Road) in Rogers.

Washington county line north through 

Bethel Heights and Lowell to First Street in 

Rogers is open for traffic but not yet 

completed. A ribbon cutting is tentatively 

set for January 4, 2019. 

     The next north-south route is being 

designed on Arkansas Highway 112, which 

is the west side of the metropolitan area. 

The project will plan wider roads and 

possible adding bypasses at Elm Springs 

and Cave Springs.

He buried at 

George Bush Presidential Library on the west campus 

of Texas A&M University in College Station, Texas.

FEDERAL GRANTS AWARDED THE NEW 

HIGHWAYS IN ARKANSAS AND MISSOURI  
 

     On December 6, 2018, Arkansas and Missouri 

senators and congressmen have announced a major 

step to complete Interstate that will connect Arkansas 

to Missouri. The U.S. Department of Transportation 

awarded $25 million to finish new I-49. The 18.9-mile 

project will connect from south of Pineville, Missouri 

to the Bella Vista (Hwy 549) via Interstate 49. States 

have been working to finish the section for more than 

25 years. 

     In the another news, the U.S. Department of 

Transportation will provide $20 million to extend Hot 

Springsô highway bypass from the T-intersection of 

U.S. Hwy 70 to the T-intersection of Hwy 7 and Hwy 

5 at the east side area of Hot Springs, Arkansas.

NEW MINIM UM WAGE THIS YEAR

     The election of the November 6, 2018, the vote had 

passed to increase minimum wage in the state of 

Arkansas. Starting in January 1, 2019, the minimum 

wage will increase from $8.50 to $9.25 an hour that 

will give 75 cents an hour more than the previous year. 

     In January 2020, the minimum wage will raise 

another 75 cents more to make $10.00 an hour. In 

January 2021, the minimum wage will raise one dollar 

more to make $11.00 an hour. 
 

 

TAXES CHANGE PLANS THIS YEAR

     The new year brings tax cuts to Arkansas, one for 

grocery shoppers and the other for lower-income 

people. 

     In the beginning of 2019, the state sales tax on 

groceries will reduce 1.375% lower than 2018. The 

individual income tax rates for people who make less 

than $21,000 a year in taxable income will be cut. 

     For example, living in Washington County, 

Arkansas, the sales tax for groceries change from
